DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE ITALIAN AND BRITISH POLITICAL SYSTEM
- The UK is s constitutional monarchy, Italy is a republic
- The UK doesn't have a written Constitution, while the Italian Constitution was written in 1948
- In Italy both Houses are elected while in the UK only the House of Commons is elected

- In Italy the two Houses have the same power, while in the UK the House of Commons has more power than the House of Lords

- In the UK all ministers of the government are also MPs (members of Parliament), while in Italy it isn't necessarily so

- The UK has a purely majority electoral system, while in Italy the electoral system is partly majority and partly proportional 

- The UK doesn't have a President, even if the Prime Minister often behaves as a President, especially in foreign policy; Italy has a President of the Republic whose powers are similar to the powers of the British monarch
- The UK has three different legal systems (England and Wales, Northern Ireland and Scotland), while in Italy there is only one legal system
