COMMENT TO THE RIME OF THE ANCIENT MARINER
COMPREHENSION
2. The setting is not described in a detailed way. There are 2 settings, the sea and the place where the mariner meets the wedding guest, but they are similar to dreams, we don't have any specific information about them

The two main characters are the mariner and the wedding guest. They have no names and we don't know anything about the wedding guest, his past or his physical appearance. As for the mariner, we know that he is old and skinny (l.9), he has a grey beard (l.3) and glittering eyes (l.3); he is strange and the guest thinks that he is mad. Actually, ha has supernatural powers and he hypnotizes the guest using his eyes.
Later in the story we discover that the mariner is immortal and he is condemned to travel the world and tell his story to the people he meets to teach them to respect the nature and all living beings 
ANALYSIS

6. There are a lot of repetitions of single words (for ex. below, l. 23.24) and of sentences or parts of sentences (see the text). They give the poem an air of inevitability and fatalism (the guest can't escape the mariner and the mariner can't escape his punishment). There are also many archaisms (see the text) that give the poem an ancient, timeless and mythical atmosphere. 

Coleridge also uses a lot of imagery: We can find similes in line 15, when the guest is compared to a three-year-old child because he can only obey and listen to the mariner. Another simile is in line 34 and it refers to the bride who is compared to a rose. Finally, we have personifications in the Argument, when the writer uses "she" to speak about the ship, and in lines 25-26 when he uses "he" and "his" to speak about the sun   

7.2 The guest wants to go to the wedding, but he is forced by the mariner to listen to his story because the mariner hypnotizes him. 
8.1 The storm is represented as a huge bird with large wings that follows the ship (l. 43-44); the ship is compared to a person who tries to escape from a danger. 
8.2 Around the ship there is mist, snow and ice (l-51-62)

8.3 The ice seems magic at first because it’s green and compared to emerald (l.54), then it is represented as a dangerous animal because it growls and roars and howls (l.61). The mist makes the atmosphere more mysterious and threatening.
8.4 The albatross represents the positive side of the nature, because it is considered a symbol of good luck and its arrival saves the mariners. This makes its killing even worse and more absurd.
ENDING: At the end of the story the wedding guest is defined “sadder and wiser”; “sadder” because he has listened to a sad story and “wiser” because he has learned an important lesson from the mariner, that is to respect nature and all living beings.
